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Introduction

The purpose of the Catchments Corridors & Coasts (CCC) program is to provide a ‘snapshot’ of
environmental education in WA from catchments, through corridors to the coast. We aimed to provide a
richness of experience, facilitate development of networks/links with and between practitioners, and an
awareness/knowledge/ understanding of the resources and support across WA to help address core

environmental and sustainability issues in the State.

The volunteer coordinating team for 2008 consisted of Dr Jennifer Pearson (Edith Cowan University), Amy
Krupa (SERCUL), Dr Catherine Baudains (Murdoch University), Michael Burke (Department of Fisheries),
and Wayne Walters (Perth Zoo). The team utilised the important key features & underlying principles for the
delivery of CCC that were identified in 2007. These include:

* Provide a ‘snap-shot’ of environmental education in WA.

* Cover issues from the catchment, through the corridor to the coast.

* Three days only (5 days is too great a time commitment)

* Consecutive days (to allow team building, also easier to schedule)

* Sessions must be practical or have a practical element

*  Must be linkable to the curriculum (with assistance if needed, eg. Friends of Marmion Marine Park
would need to be helped by Michael (Dept of Fisheries) to make the links)

* Need to provide physical, take away resources (eg. proforma, instructions, or workshopped notes) that
can be used again. Contribute to a CCC ‘tool kit for the participants...

*  Must have skills/skill development embedded into the session content (i.e., ‘how to’ rather than being
presented at.

* Flexibility: Presenters must be willing to come to another venue, or host other presenters at their
venue. This would maximise coverage and minimise travel.

* Ensure we consider traditional partnerships and sponsors first, to acknowledge their historical
contribution and allow them the opportunity to meet the criteria.

* Slow time — reduce transport time, greenhouse emissions and maximise workshop time.

* Reflect the synergies between the various practitioners (we do not work in a silo).

This report presents an overview and evaluation of the 2008 Catchments, Corridors and Coasts program.



Itinerary & Logistics

The CCC program was developed in collaboration with the various presenting organizations, and decisions

were made about times and places for meeting each day with a view to meeting the above key points. For

each day of the program participants gathered at a relatively central point from which they were transported by

bus to the days activities. The bus returned to the meeting location at the end of the day.

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CO-ORDINATING TEAM DE-BRIEF DISCUSSION

The co-ordinating team met after the conclusion of the program to discuss their observations, comments they
had received and generally share a de-brief session for the three day course. The comments and discussion
were recorded and collated in order to provide clear recommendations for future Catchments Corridors and

Coasts course teams. The main points are listed here:

* In 2007 it was observed that participants were not automatically making the link between how the
concepts could be applied in a variety of contexts. The de-brief session held on the bus after each after
each section did facilitate discussion about how the concepts can be applied to different areas,
however the noise of the bus did make this a little difficult.

* The smaller bus this year was much more effective — although there was a lack of storage space for
things like the water coolers. A 30 seater would have been perfect (we could only get a 25 seater).

*  We need a better meeting place. Starting in the park was good, but people still got lost and could not
find us. Many people did not bring the map they were sent.... Could we meet in the Bunnings car
park? An easy to find place with easy parking since most people drove each day...

* The introductory lecture on the bus was well received generally and solved the problem from last year
of lacking a cohesive introduction. The lecture on the bus was able to introduce the principles of the
course and facilitate lateral thinking and critical thinking processes, and provided guidance for
applying critical thought to all experiences. This introduction was really important. It would be easier
if it was not on the bus — but there are limitations to time!

* However, participants requested an ‘ice-breaker’ activity prior to this. We could have a waste
icebreaker activity at Red Hill MT for people to get to know each other...

e It was very busy/full program but it would not be appropriate to cut any more out., nor add any more
in! This is a difficult balance to find... however, 3 days worked well — stick to it.

* Day 2 considerations: drop off MK, because it didn’t quite fit in, and pushed the schedule; Wayne can
get the theatre if we choose the dates early, to avoid clashes with other programs; Dates for 2009 are
likely to be similar to this year - before the long weekend, but after the Christmas break. Around the
Jan 17"... More time to habitat hoops; possibly use the South Perth EcoEducation centre for Day 2
instead of SERCUL because there is air conditioning.

* Day 3 considerations: Meet at the student greeting room rather than go upstairs, to save time; Do the
touch pool first before snorkelling - It was problematic getting wet then waiting to get changed &
coffee before going back; Hot drinks on the beach worked well; Coastcare — it would be good to visit
one of the demo sites.

* Food was good — fresh food was greatly appreciated and many comments were again made about the

benefits of making up your own rolls with a good selection of fresh bread and fillings.

Advertising: was much more effective this year. A majority of participants (60%) came through email
networks, but a greater number came directly through the brochure this year. We could still hit the
schools better. Could be promoted through Catalyst, GAWA, STAWA, friends of Piney Lakes,

Need to start organising earlier — initial meetings to begin promotion should be held in May.

Budget was excellent — with the great in-kind support and cash sponsorship the program actually
recorded an income this year. The funds can be used to support other AAEE activities over the year.
Got the timing right — generally did not run late or mis-judge travel time! Great achievement, although
the second morning was a little tight.

A request was made to consider alternate days of week, possibly Tuesday — Thursday, as people may
wish to get home to family on the Friday night? However, the Friday night sundowner is also
positive, as people hang around to chat — they might not if they have to go to work the next day...
Possibly provide a standard thankyou letter printed instead of cards...? But it is nice to have the hand
written cards... perhaps we could send a formal thank you letter afterwards?

Could we use a visual aid (aerial photo or image of the catchment) at the beginning, which you could
also use at the end to tie it all together. We could also refer to it throughout the three days, and use
over an over to reinforce connections.

Need at least three coordinating staff on the ground at once, as on the Thursday there were only the
two (Catherine & Amy) present and it was too much for us, especially as Amy was presenting too.
Ask Howard to be on the CCC coordinating committee.

Is it possible to fit a SSI school in to the program? How to do that? Where will it fit? It was a shame
to have Howard ‘tacked on to the end and Ben noticed that it seemed that way.

Feedback sheet: did they see connections between the presentations?

More reminders were needed to fill in the evaluation forms as we go along — too many people filled it
all in at the end.

CONCLUSION
